They must know and be able to apply international and European law, in particular regarding the human rights issues. The national experience is crucial in this field. 	Bucharest, 18 – 19 November 2013
	In the context of increasing internationalization of societies, international and European legislation and case-law have a growing influence on national legislation and judicial practice; these areas of the law must be properly understood by judges in order to perform their judicial functions according to the principle of the rule of law shared by democratic countries. They must know and be able to apply international and European law, in particular regarding the human rights issues. The national experience is crucial in this field. 	Media freedom and the magistrates. Enforcement of art.10 of the ECHR convention
	Bucharest, 7 – 8 October 2013
	The media - magistrate relation has gone trough good and bad moments. The role of the national judge in the cases against the journalists and the media’s role as guardian of democracy will be the strong points of the seminar.

	The role of national courts in the interpretation of consumer law
	Bucharest, 14 – 15 October 2013
	Given the rising number of cases concerning unfair terms in consumer contracts, the objective of the seminar is to rise awareness about the intricacies of consumer protection and to exchange legal opinions with colleagues from other Member States especially regarding Directive 2008/48/EC on credit agreements for consumers.

The debate will start from a presentation of the ECJ’s most recent case law relevant for the topic, followed by national reports on the state of national law in this field, with the aim of conducting an assessment of differences still existing between Member States that restrict consumers' ability to make direct use of credit. Special attention will be given to the role of the national judge in the context of the full level of harmonisation introduced by this Directive and of the scope of application of national transposing laws. 

These differences will be best illustrated by case studies coordinated within working groups formed by participants of different nationalities, by trainers from various Member States with experience in the field, which will enhance the comparative approach of the legal discourse.

	National judges and EU equality law
	Bucharest, 17 – 18 June 2013
	The Treaty of Lisbon and the EU Charter introduce new and wide ranging provisions on fundamental rights and antidiscrimination law.

The seminar invites to discussion on recent legislative acts, recent case law and current policies that reflect a new stage in the development of the EU itself.

The debate will revolve around key concepts of EU antidiscrimination law, the scope and enforcement of EU antidiscrimination provisions and how the EU rules are applied by the national judges.

	The seminar is organised in collaboration with Association of European Administrative Judges (AEAJ) and it is dedicated to judges specialized in environmental law. 

The seminar aims to generate a debate on matters concerning nature protection by the courts in environmental cases.

 A special emphasis will be laid on interactive debates, free expression of opinions and the presentation of the national experience.

	Justice for minors 
	Bucharest, 20 – 21 May 2013
	The seminar is open to judges and prosecutors with a specialization in this field. The participants will debate problems relating to: possibilities of improving the judicial system in the specific field of minors’ protection (civil/family law and criminal law), pointing out the problems which usually appear in handling these cases and promoting new ways of dealing with under-aged persons in courts. The activities will be organized on modules both in civil/family and criminal law, a special emphasis being laid on interactive debates, free expression of opinions and the presentation of the national experience concerning each topic.

	Sovata, 1 – 5 July 2013
	The powers entrusted to judges are strictly linked to the values of justice, truth and freedom. The standards of conduct applying to judges are the corollary of these values and a precondition for confidence in the administration of justice.  Confidence in the justice system is all the more important in view of the increasing globalisation of disputes and the wide circulation of judgments. Further, in a State governed by the rule of law, the public is entitled to expect general principles, compatible with the notion of a fair trial and guaranteeing fundamental rights, to be set out. The obligations incumbent on judges has been put in place in order to guarantee their impartiality and the effectiveness of their action. The seminar propose a discussion between judges and prosecutors of different Member States on several essential issues: What standards of conduct should apply to judges? How should standards of conduct be formulated? What criminal, civil and disciplinary liability should apply to judges?

	Les litiges familiaux transfrontaliers : quelles  solutions le droit de  l’Union Européenne propose-t-il ?
	Bucharest, 30 – 31 May 2013
	Ce module s'adresse aux praticiens en droit de la famille des Etats membres de l'Union Européenne ; son objectif de leur donner les moyens  de pouvoir  gérer de manière adéquate les litiges familiaux transfrontaliers, et plus particulièrement la séparation des couples « mixtes » et leurs conséquences personnelles et pécuniaires pour les enfants de ces mêmes couples. 

La formation proposée vise à  faire connaître, comprendre et appliquer de façon pertinente les dispositions de droit international privé –compétence et loi  applicable –,  les règles de reconnaissance et d’exécution transfrontalières , enfin les règles de coopération envisagées par les textes européens de droit familial - règlement Bruxelles II (2201/2003), règlement Rome III (1950/2010) et règlements « obligations alimentaires », ainsi que par les conventions internationales corrélées, essentiellement les conventions de la Haye de 1980 et 1996 . 

Au delà de la simple amélioration de la connaissance et du bon usage de ces règles, la session vise à en démontrer la haute  valeur ajoutée  pour la vie de familles mobiles  à l'intérieur de l'espace judiciaire européen , quoi qu’il en soit des différences de conception du droit familial qui existent entre les Etats membres, et qui viennent encore trop souvent contrarier la bonne application des textes transnationaux.

	The new role of the national judge in the application of European rules in the field of family law
	Bucharest, 11 – 12 November 2013
	Regulation (EC) No 2201/2003 concerning jurisdiction and the recognition and enforcement of judgments in matrimonial matters and the matters of parental responsibility

Due to people’s mobility, occurrences of international marriages are more and more often. If such an international couple decides to divorce, which legal system and laws are applicable? What is the impact of EU law on national systems of private law, more precisely family law? How should EU Member States' courts determine the habitual residence of the child?

The seminar will include a debate on best practices on how to avoid a dispute between national courts over recognizing custody orders and on the impact of the Charter of fundamental rights.

From a procedural point of view, a discussion of the reasons for using the urgent preliminary procedure when contact between the child and one of the parents had been broken is welcome.

	Child abduction  in the European Union
	Bucharest, 27 - 28 June 2013
	The illegal removal or retention of a child  in an EU member state other than that of habitual residence is one of the most acute and painful conflicts in  International Family law. It is dealt with in Regulation 2201/2003 that contains special rules supplementing the 1980 Hague Convention on the civil aspects of international child abduction.

This course will analyze the main legal issues arising in connection to child abduction. It will particularly concentrate on ECJ case-law and also take into account judgments rendered by the ECHR.

	Judicial cooperation in criminal matters - Finding common ground through legal English
	Bucharest, 07 – 08 November 2013
	The seminar is opened to judges specialised in criminal matters and to public prosecutors. 

During the seminar the participants will be working with the key criminal law terminology provided for by EU Treaties and EU law secondary legislation trough several legal and language exercises conducted by legal experts and linguists.

The seminar will cover topics as: 

•The European Arrest Warrant 

•Mutual legal assistance

•Council Framework Decision 2006/783/JHA of 6 October 2006 on the   application of the principle of mutual recognition to confiscation orders

•Directive 2010/64/EU of the European Parliament and of the Council of 20 October 2010 on the right to interpretation and translation in criminal proceedings.

A special emphasis will be laid on interactive debates, free expression of opinions and the presentation of the national experience concerning each topic.
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
